George Krause was born in Philadelphia, Pennsylvania in 1937 and received his training at the Philadelphia College of Art. He received the
first Prix de Rome and the first Fulbright/Hays grant ever awarded to a photographer, two Guggenheim fellowships and three grants from the
National Endowment for the Arts. Krause's photographs are in major museum collections including the Museum of Modern Art in New York,
the Museum of Fine Arts, Houston, The Philadelphia Museum of Art, and the Bibliotheque Nationale in Paris. In 1993 he was honored
as the Texas Artist of the Year. He recently retired from the University of Houston where he created the photography program and now lives
in Wimberley, Texas.

Carol Watson is the Director of the Watson Studio Gallery and anaward-wi nni ng photographer in her own
displayed throughout the US and the world. Her work has appeared in various books and magazines includingWor | d 6s Gr eat est
White Photography and National Geographic Traveler. Carol was awarded the Lucie Award for New Discovery of the Year in 2005 by the
International Photography Awards and has been selected to appear in two IPA Best of Show traveling exhibitions.

1  Your images are viewed as RGB images using standard Adobe RGB 98 or SRGB profile.
1 The largest image dimension (width or height) should be 800 pixels with the other dimension proportional. | f you donodt
resize your i mage, docememttoselpyoulesize kising Phot@shop @ Elements:

1 Image file names can not include any non-standard characters or have more than 25 characters. Please do not include #,%,&,
periods or other similar characters as part of the file name.

Acceptance Notification
Everyone who submits will receive an email notification containing a list of the winning entries. Accepted entrants will also receive instructions
on preparing their prints for exhibition.

Preparing Exhibit Prints (This applies to accepted work i not submissions for jurying)

If your work is not conducive to traditional framing, please contact the gallery. Otherwise, we require that traditionally framed work adhere to
the following:
1  For the sake of consistent presentation of the work, we prefer images in 16x20 frames but will also accept framed work in other
sizes.
Frame: Minimum height / width dimension of 16 inches with the other dimension proportional
Image: Mimimum height / width dimension of 11 inches with the other dimension proportional
A black wood or metal professional-quality frame will be required
White mats, single, double or triple
External frame dimensions may not exceed 24 inches on longest dimension
Digital prints must be printed using archival inks
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Options for printing and framing accepted work
To encourage participation by photographers from around the world, the gallery offers optional economical printing and framing services.

Sales
All work will be eligible for sale. Artists will state the retail sale price of their works. The gallery retains a 40% commission.

Use Rights
